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Measurement model results: Confirmatory factor analysis 
Confirmatory factor analysis confirmed distinct latent variables for abuse victimization, enacted HIV stigma, anticipated HIV stigma, internalized HIV stigma and depression. Item to factor loadings are presented in Tables 1-5. The measurement model fitted the data well: RMSEA=.04; CFI=.984; TLI=.982; WRMR=.873; Chi2(df)= 297.935 (242).
