INTRODUCTION

The year 2009 was dominated by the H1N1 virus pandemic and for obvious reasons
this has been chosen as the main topic for this report. The pandemic prompted
expansion of the influenza swabbing programme to include additional practices and
to continue swabbing throughout the summer. During the period May 17" to end of
the year, Weekly Returns Service (WRS) practices took 4849 swabs for virological
investigation with 1322 (27.3%) of these positive for HIN1 virus. In addition, the
WRS database has been used to study the effectiveness of pandemic vaccine using
two methods. The first was based on a case control design with cases defined as
positive swab results and controls as negative results. This demonstrated vaccine
effectiveness of 78% (95% confidence intervals 8% to 95%). The second was based
on a cohort design and used influenza like-illness as diagnosed by the GPs as the
primary outcome. Analysis made adjustments for confounders such as co-morbidity
and propensity to consult. This showed 26% effectiveness (95% confidence intervals
8% to 41%). Throughout the winter we were able to monitor vaccine effectiveness
on a continuous basis. The quality of recording is fundamental to this type of work
and we are grateful to our colleagues in the practices for all their efforts.

From the Research & Surveillance Centre’'s (RSC) perspective the main
preoccupation has been the establishment of the new individualised data extraction
routine. This has proved more complex than anticipated, which has resulted in
delayed introduction of some additional planned analyses. Nevertheless, we have
been able to produce our twice weekly reports consistently throughout the year. We
are especially grateful to the staff of Apollo Communications for their co-operation in
developing our new analytical procedures.

There have been some changes in our practices, arising mainly because of revised
computing arrangements. In particular, we have lost practices that have changed
their software supplier to one which does not support the WRS programme for data
extraction. The loss resulted in an active recruitment programme and in the course of
2009 we took on board five new practices. An update on the recruitment programme
is provided below.

The funding channel for the WRS has been re-routed. Formerly, the Centre was
supported by dedicated funding to the RCGP from the Department of Health
authorised by the Chief Medical Officer. From April 2009, the Health Protection
Agency is to commission the services of the Centre with the commitment of a rolling
three year contract. In addition, a steering Committee has been established to
supervise the activities of the Centre, rather similar to the committee structure in
place during the 1970s and 80s.

In January 2009, Hayley Durnall joined the staff of the Centre as Practice Liaison
Officer. Her post was chiefly funded by a European programme on influenza vaccine
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effectiveness. As Practice Liaison Officer she was responsible for increasing the
level of swabbing for influenza in the network and monitoring the quality of data entry
in relation to flu related illnesses, vaccination procedures and investigation results.
Throughout the year she has conducted a programme of practice visits and we are
pleased to report how well this has been received. It is also gratifying to note that the
careful instruction with regard to reporting of influenza virology results has paid
dividends in terms of the analytical routines we have adopted to examine influenza
vaccine effectiveness. Although the initial period of this project has now come to an
end we have secured further funding for this post and Hayley will continue the
programme of practice visits.

We were also pleased to welcome Dr Rajinder Pnaiser to the Centre team in 2009
who replaced Dr Alex Elliot in the role of Primary Care Scientist.

In the last two years our sister publication on annual prevalence has not been
available. This is because the computer routines necessary to undertake this task
are outdated and take a long time to run. Regrettably, this has meant that many
practices have had difficulty in running the annual prevalence programme. With the
change over to an individualised database in progress we have not pursued revision
of this programme but have scheduled the annual prevalence report as a priority in
our new analytical routines.

The year 2010 is likely to be particularly busy, revising our analytical programmes
and taking advantage of the patient specific information. Our colleagues in Scotland
have a very similar database and we look forward to working together on issues of
public health importance. However we are both completely dependent on the quality
of data entry and in that regard the recording activities of our colleagues in general
practice are at the heart of all our activities.

Recruitment of new practices update

The WRS has traditionally involved approximately 100 GP practices throughout
England and Wales. The Centre introduced a new patient linked database in 2008,
which extracts Read code data from practices using Apollo software. The Apollo
software used is incompatible with some clinical systems which use hosted servers.
The migration of several WRS practices to systems with hosted servers has lead to a
depletion of the number of practices included in the WRS patient linked data base.
The Centre therefore, has been actively recruiting new WRS GP practices since
November 2008 in order to compensate for this reduction. Three strategies have
been applied to contact and recruit prospective practices. Firstly, the RCGP Annual
Primary Care Conference in Glasgow gave an ideal opportunity to recruit GPs
interested in research. Leaflets with contact details were left throughout the
exhibition hall and GPs were selected at random for interview and asked to leave
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their contact details if interested. This was a highly successful approach and resulted
in the direct recruitment of eight new practices which are now on board with the
patient linked data base. Secondly, the RCGP have a database of practices which
are suitable to be recruited for research projects throughout England. These
practices are labelled ‘Research Ready’ and must meet criteria of basic entry
guidelines in primary care research. Several practices from this database have been
approached, two of which are now successfully on board, one is pending contracts
and a further 10 practices are considering joining us. Thirdly, existing WRS practices
that hear new practices are being recruited are often happy to pass on the message
to fellow practice managers and GPs from different areas. This method of
recruitment has lead to three practices being successfully introduced onto the RCGP
patient linked database.

In total, these recruitment methods have led to five new practices being taken on
board in 2009 with a further eight practices in early 2010. This has increased the
WRS population by approximately 125,000 patients with further increases expected.
The Centre aims to have 2% coverage of patients in each Strategic Health Authority
(SHA) and is focused on recruiting practices from those SHAs which have suffered
the biggest loss in practices, namely, the East of England, South West, North West
and Yorkshire and Humber.
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PARTICIPATING PRACTICES

During 2009 a total of 101 practices contributed to the WRS (including 5 exclusively
to the new system) and these are indicated on the map (Figure 1). Of the 96
practices which contributed to the existing WRS database, these were distributed by
computer system as follows; EMIS 58, Torex Synergy 19, Torex GP Premiere 4 and
In Practice Systems 15. Five practices migrated to The Phoenix Partnership (TPP)
using System One during 2009.

Each weekly report is made on the basis of information received within two days after
the end of the recording period. Thus for the first weekly report, data received by
Wednesday covers the week ending the previous Sunday and for the second report
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data received by Friday covers the week ending the previous Wednesday. In
addition, the database is subsequently updated with any delayed data thus resulting
in three possible population denominators; the population on which the contemporary
weekly report is based, the updated population on which the annual report is based
and the entire network population which we use to consider the network
representativeness by age. These three populations are compared by week in Figure
2. The provisional population and the updated population are very similar in most
weeks. There are sometimes problems around major holiday periods when, for
example, computers are inadvertently switched off in the practices. Occasionally we
encounter technical problems with particular software but these have become much
less frequent.

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The consistency of reporting is disclosed by the analysis presented in Table 3 which
gives the number of practices and GP principals in each region who have contributed
to the WRS in 2009. There are always some new recruits and a few practices who
are involved in changing their software supplier during the year and thus we would
not expect there to be complete recording throughout the 52 weeks. Seventy five of
the 96 practices using the existing WRS system were able to deliver data for 50
weeks or more. The Service now provides a second weekly report which has been
introduced at no extra cost and we are pleased to report that this service is now
regularly based on a population exceeding 600,000. The maximum population
reported in the contemporary weekly report occurred in week 28 of 2009 and
included 891184 persons.

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PRESENTATION OF DATA

The main presentation of results in this report follows that of previous reports and
was summarised in the annual report for the year 2000. Appendix 1 contains the time
period definitions for the 4-weekly, quarterly and annual periods and the mean
weekly population by age and gender. Appendix 2 summarises annual data for the
diseases which have been reported for twenty-five years or more in the WRS. Each
table in the appendices includes information on the mean weekly incidence over
thirteen four-weekly periods, four quarterly periods and the total year. Also included
are the number of episodes (categorised first or new) and the number of
consultations reported within each age and gender group. Separate data are
available for males and females covering the age groups less than 1 year, 1-4 years,
5-14 years, 15-24 years, 25-44 years, 45-64 years, 65-74 years and 75 years and
over. For some reported diseases, minor revision of disease titles has resulted in
departure from strict alphabetic order. Appendix 3 presents population and incidence
data for three regions (North, Central and South) for the selected common diseases
included in Appendix 2. These data are restricted to quarterly and annual periods but
are otherwise presented in the same detail as those in Appendix 2. The separation
into regions North, Central and South has previously been based on lines of
separation between Liverpool and Hull; Bristol and Ipswich. This separation into the
three supra-regional groupings has been revised to align with the boundaries of
Strategic Health Authorities (Box 1). For convenience, Wales is included in the
Central region.

Appendix 4 describes the mean weekly incidence of disease by chapter of the ICD.
Disease grouping in this way is a particular advantage for illnesses such as mental
disorder where persons can receive multiple entries of very similar Read codes.
Appendix 5 provides an analysis of selected diseases illustrating the capacity of the
WRS to deliver information on any specified disease.

Those selected span a wide range of disorders and a wide range of disease
prevalence and are presented in ICD order.
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TRENDS IN THE INCIDENCE OF DISEASE

Annual trends in the incidence of new disease episodes are summarised in Tables 4
and 5 which present mean weekly incidence rates for all persons in each of the last
10 years. Table 4 includes diseases traditionally reported in the WRS and Table 5, a
miscellaneous collection of diseases demonstrating the use of the database to
interrogate for any ICD specific condition.

When considering the trends displayed in these tables, it is important to recognise all
possible explanations for change, for example;

e True changes in incidence,

e Changes in diagnostic criteria or recording behaviour,

e Changes in health seeking behaviour,

e The effect of demographic change over time (e.g. increasing elderly
population).

Diseases are considered here in clinically related groups. In some instances they
are amplified by presenting bar charts of mean weekly incidence rates per 100,000
population (all ages, both genders) in four week periods over more extended time
periods.

Acute Respiratory Infections

The downward trend of respiratory infections is best seen in the summary data for
upper and lower respiratory tract infections (URTI and LRTI). The episode incidence
has fallen by approximately 25% over the decade. The trends are shown in greater
detail for URTI (figure 3) and LRTI (figure 4) in which the mean weekly incidence in
four weekly periods is shown over the period 1994 to 2009. The trends in both series
are similar but the absolute all age incidence of URTI is about twice that of LRTI.
URTI and LRTI episodes declined gradually over the ten years from 1995 to 2004,
but have been stable since. Influenza-like illness (ILI) is included in the LRTI data
and the effect of the influenza pandemic is shown in the highlighted bar in the
summer of 2009. The incidence of URTI is dominated by common cold and of LRTI
by acute bronchitis. Both of these conditions show a similar seasonal trend when
examined over the last thirty years with particularly high rates of incidence in the
early 90s, but a declining trend up to 2000 and thereafter reasonable stability.

The above pattern is not seen in all respiratory conditions and by contrast the
incidence patterns of ILI (figure 5) and pneumonia (figure 6) show a declining
incidence with no apparent surge in the early 90s. The recent decrease in the
incidence of pneumonia (since 2001) probably relates to the introduction of the 7-
valent pneumococcal vaccine. The incidence of asthma episodes viewed over a long
period shows a similar pattern to that for acute bronchitis, but in recent years fewer
new episodes of asthma have been reported. Trends in the incidence of tonsillitis and
acute sinusitis follow the same patterns as acute bronchitis and common cold.

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There has been a dramatic decline in the episodes of duodenal ulcer (figure 8) and to
a lesser extent gastric ulcer which is almost certainly the result of better treatment of
helicobacter infection.

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The incidence of infectious intestinal disease continues to fall and is further illustrated
in figure 9. Increased incidence rates were seen in the early 90s rather similar to
those reported above for upper respiratory tract infections.

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The incidence of viral hepatitis has been constant and at a low level over the last 10
years but it is worth noting the long term trend (figure 10). There has also been a
substantial reduction in the incidence of infectious mononucleosis over the last
twenty years (figure 11).

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Virus Exanthemata

Varicella infection manifests itself as chickenpox in children and varies between
years and shows seasonality with peak incidence in spring. The incidence of shingles
(herpes zoster) however is very constant and shows no seasonal variation. The
incidence of herpes simplex is also fairly constant. Reported incidences of measles
and rubella remain at very low levels.

Hand, foot and mouth disease is reported with reasonable consistency although
there are occasional years with much higher incidence levels.

Parasitic Diseases

The incidence of scabies varies dramatically from year to year. We experienced
particularly high rates in the late 1990s, peaking in 1999 with a gradual but fairly
sharp decline since then. Incidence of pediculosis has been falling over the last 10
years peaking quite dramatically in 1996. The incidence of molluscum contagiosum
varies little from year to year. Threadworm incidence has been constant over the last
10 years but at levels much less than those seen during the 90s.

Sexually Transmitted Diseases

Reported rates of disorders classified as sexually transmitted have shown a decline
in recent years. The decline of orchitis/epididymitis, non-specific urethritis,
trichomonas vaginitis and of inflammatory diseases of the female pelvic organs
illustrate the point. Although not strictly a sexually transmitted disease, the incidence
of candidiasis has reduced but this includes both oral thrush and napkin dermatitis.
Previous reports from the WRS and a recent publication ! have drawn attention to
this decline especially because it does not fit in with widely held opinion about
possible increases associated with promiscuous sexual activity. However, conditions
such as infectious mononucleosis have also declined which supports evidence of a
true declining incidence.

Chronic Diseases

The incidence of new episodes of cerebro-vascular accident, myocardial infarction
and episodes of heart failure decreased until approximately 2005, but since then
have stabilised.

The incidence of dorsopathies remains very constant (figure 12). Rates of bone
infections also remain constant. Osteoarthritis of the hip is reported less frequently
now than it was in the year 2000, but the earlier surgical intervention for this condition
probably impacts on the record of new episodes of care.

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In general skin conditions have been fairly stable in their incidence over the last 10
years, perhaps with the exception of skin infections. Episodes of acute atopic
eczema and dermatitis and of psoriasis are fairly constant.

Rheumatoid arthritis episodes were reasonably constant over the 80s and 90s but
since the year 2000 have fallen. The incidence of thyrotoxicosis has also been fairly
constant as are new episodes of diabetes.

Conclusion

Changing incidence over time invites speculation as to the possible explanations.
Whilst there was a common pattern in the incidence of a wide range of respiratory
diseases there were some notable exceptions. For example, the comparison
between influenza-like illness and pneumonia on the one hand and acute bronchitis
and common cold on the other. Also, that of infectious intestinal disease on one hand
and glandular fever, appendicitis and viral hepatitis on the other. The general
reduction in conditions that are generally regarded as sexually related is also of
interest. Of course, there are many people who attend genitourinary medical clinics
directly as an alternative to attending a general practitioner, but even when
combining the two data sets increased incidence generally seems very unlikely.

Undoubtedly standards of hygiene have played an important role in the reduction of
many infectious diseases. Although wide attention has been given to housing
conditions and the adverse affect of poor housing, it is difficult to tease out the
separate effects of tobacco smoke, overcrowding and standards of hygiene. A lot of
credit has been given to central heating and improvement in living conditions which
are perhaps not as directly related as some would think. Thus, for example, the wide
spread adoption of central heating in houses has bought with it ample supplies of hot
water as well as warm houses. This has resulted in a considerable improvement in
standards of hygiene. Disposable nappies and impregnated cleansing tissues have
also contributed to these improvements, all of which may have had a contributory
effect to reducing the spread of infections we report here. The reduced incidence of
chronic conditions is also encouraging but probably more related to better clinical
management than standards of hygiene. In addition, the importance of reduced
smoking should not be underestimated.
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PANDEMIC INFLUENZA

Increased incidence of acute respiratory infections in Mexico in the early months of
2009 led to the identification of a novel influenza virus of swine lineage (H1N1v).
Infection spread rapidly, first from Mexico to the United States of America and
onwards into Europe and across the world. On June 11" 2009 the WHO declared
the onset of phase six of the pandemic which is characterised (in addition to criteria
specified in earlier phases) by community based outbreaks in at least one other
country in a different WHO region. The first cases reported in the UK were in
travellers from Mexico and the USA with the first case of domestic transmission being
reported at the beginning of May 2009. This was the first year in 43 years of
observation that the RCGP surveillance network recorded substantial numbers of
clinical cases of influenza-like illness (ILI) in summer.

Influenza Swabbing Programme

For more than a decade, the RCGP Research & Surveillance Centre has
collaborated with the HPA in a programme of routine virological investigation of
patients with ILI. Each autumn, practices who participate in the WRS are invited to
take nose/throat swabs from patients presenting with ILI symptoms and post them to
the HPA where they are examined for influenza and respiratory syncytial virus (RSV).
Results, using rapid analysis methods are returned to the practice within 24-48 hours
and based on traditional isolation by culture, about 5-7 days later. Full instructions
and swabbing kits are provided. The purpose of this virological examination is
primarily to identify influenza viruses in order to inform the health service of imminent
problems, to check the strain type against previous circulating viruses and strains
included in the current vaccine and finally, to assist in decision making with regard to
the choice of strain to be included in next year’s vaccine.

As a result of the HIN1 pandemic in the 2009/10 season, the RSC was asked to
increase the numbers of swabs taken by its network of swabbing practices. This was
achieved in two ways. Firstly, existing WRS practices were encouraged to participate
in the swabbing programme. Secondly any new WRS practices that were recruited
automatically participated in the swabbing scheme. The number of practices
participating increased from 54 in January 2009 to 65 in September 2009 and to 79
by February 2010.

Alternative Sources of Primary Care and Allocated Read Codes

Before reporting and discussing the results of surveillance during the pandemic, two
specific points need to be borne in mind. Historically, influenza has been treated
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exclusively by general practitioners, but in the last few years there has been an
increase in out-of-hours facilities and primary care walk-in centres. The
communication of relevant information to the practices and onwards into the medical
records has been fraught with difficulties. It is inconsistent and the medical content
often too imprecise to be recorded reliably. There is often a delay before the
information is returned, thereby preventing timely entry into the electronic patient
record. The National flu-line, developed specifically for the pandemic encouraged
direct access independent (at least in low health risk cases) of the general
practitioner. This provided an avenue for consultation which would inevitably lead to
the underestimation of incidence in the routine surveillance programme.

The introduction of new Read codes posed a second source of difficulty. Read
codes describing suspected swine flu were first introduced to EMIS software users in
June 2009 and established across all systems in October 2009. The term ‘suspected
swine flu’ was not clearly defined and could be applied for several reason; the patient
suspected they had swine flu, the doctor suspected swine flu, or because the patient
presented with ILI symptoms at a time when swine flu was prevalent in the area. The
suspected swine flu code (1J72.) was a patient encounter code and was not
therefore automatically mapped to ICD diagnostic codes. In addition, since it was not
a diagnosis code, an episode type could not be attached. It was included in the sub
category of suspected respiratory diseases which had previously been used mainly
to describe cases of suspected asthma or COPD, pending confirmation from further
investigation.

The influence of the suspected swine flu code is illustrated in figure 13 which gives
the total number of consultations reported each week for ILI, suspected respiratory
disease and suspected swine flu. The first detectable increase of ILI occurred at the
beginning of May (weeks 18-20). There was no virological confirmation and this small
increase was probably due to a degree of concern in the community after two cases
(in patients having returned from Mexico) were reported in the press. Incidence
started to increase in England around week 25 rising to a peak in week 30. This five
week period of increase is typical of flu epidemics. Incidence was back to typical late
summer levels by week 35 followed by a short interval and then a second wave of
illness (weeks 41-51) which lasted a little longer but was generally less than that
reported in the first wave.

Reports of suspected respiratory disease were at typical low levels until week 27 but
then increased concurrently with ILI during the first pandemic wave and numerically
totalled about 40% of those for ILI, reappearing again in similar proportions during
the second wave. By week 52 they had returned to their usual very low levels.
Reports of suspected swine flu first appeared around week 43. This code was added
to the Connecting for Health Read code system in the October code release though it
had been introduced gradually a little before that in the EMIS system. Prior to this
some entries for suspected swine flu could only be recorded as suspected respiratory
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disease. The suspected swine flu code attracted a small number of reports between
weeks 43 and 52. From the perspective of the WRS surveillance programme this
code has produced no benefit. In the interpretation of the data it is difficult to know
whether to add these entries to the incidence of ILI or not. We have struggled for a
long time with the notion of a clinical definition as to what constitutes a case of ILI
and we are now in accord with the definition agreed by ECDC. The addition of this
code with its imprecise meaning to cases of ILI is inappropriate and hopefully we can
discourage its use.

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The clinical incidence of new episodes of ILI reported during 2009 is presented by
week in figure 14 together with the virology results from the swabbing programme
(number of swabs examined and number positive) and the clinical incidence
observed in the year 2008 to provide a recent context. In the first few weeks of 2009,
a cluster of H3 swabs were reported with isolated incidence of H1 and a protracted
but low level of influenza B reports. The first H1 swine flu variant was reported in
week 25 and numbers increased rapidly over the next few weeks. Many more swabs
were examined in the second wave than in the first largely because we had been
actively recruiting new swabbing practices. The proportion of H1 positive swabs
reached highest values of 33% in week 27 in the first wave and 51% in week 44 in
the second wave.

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Age specific swabbing results in the two pandemic waves are summarised by age in
table 6. In the first wave, 26% of swabs were positive for H1 and 32% in the second
wave. In children, the proportion was similar in both waves but in adults 15-24, 25-44
and 45-64 the proportion of positive swabs was higher in the second wave than the
first. The proportion was highest in children 5-14 years (more than 50% in both
waves) but interestingly the proportion of positive swabs in children 0-4 years was
less than in adults 15-24 years. Positivity rates in the age group 65+ were very low.
This raises an interesting but currently unanswerable question about what the swab
negative patients were suffering from, especially during the first wave. The common

respiratory virus infections usually affect children much more than adults.

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In all age groups there were two distinct waves of illness the first peaking at a higher
level than the second. Figure 15a) shows incidence in the three adult age groups
rising together to a peak in week 30, considerably higher than the peak of the
preceding winter (2008/9) and a clear age related trend with higher incidence in
younger age bands. The flurry of reports around weeks 18-20 is also evident. In
figure 15b) the peak was also seen in week 30 and a similar inverse age trend is
apparent. Here however the incidence during the pandemic was much less than in
the preceding winter. In children (figure 15c) the large increase compared with the
previous winter is the most obvious feature. Interestingly, incidence in children less
than one year seems to lag about one week behind that in all other age groups.
Children under one year are particularly vulnerable to influenza but are not
recommended for treatment (or prophylaxis) with neuraminidase inhibitor anti-viral
drugs. Household post-exposure prophylaxis following incidence in a parent or older
sibling might reduce the likelihood of transmission to such children and we suggest
this as the subject for a clinical trial.

We also examined the impact of influenza in both waves of the pandemic on other
respiratory diagnoses. In the first wave, ILI was the only diagnosis with substantially
increased reported incidence, except for a small increased incidence of common cold
(CC). In the second wave, especially in children, there were substantial increases of
many other respiratory diagnoses. These two findings are illustrated as stacked bar
charts in figures 16a) & b).

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Over the last two years the WRS has reported results in 10 strategic health authority
regions and these are presented in figure 17. Swine flu first appeared in London and
the West Midlands and reached a higher incidence in these regions than in the rest
of the country. Interestingly however there was not much difference in the timing of
the peak (week 29, July 13™ -19™). The relative incidence in the first wave did not
predict the level of incidence in the second wave.

Using serological data the HPA subsequently made regional estimates of incidence
which show the same relative magnitude in timing and regional distribution but
derived rates were about twice those reported in the WRS ! (figure 18).

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Influenza vaccination

The WRS routinely reports data on influenza vaccination uptake and data for this
year are reported later in this report. A licensed pandemic vaccine became available
in late October to allow the introduction of a programme of vaccination of target
population groups. However, by that time we were well into the second wave of the
pandemic. Nevertheless the swabs provided by the RCGP practices and the
background data on clinical incidence and vaccine administration has allowed us to
make estimates of the effectiveness of the pandemic vaccine using methods we have
previously published. !

Conclusion

In the summer of 2009 the UK experienced the first wave of an influenza pandemic
virus infection attributed to an influenza A H1N1 virus of novel swine origin. It was
described as a pandemic virus by the WHO as it met defined criteria for a pandemic
(http://www.who.int/csr/disease/avian_influenza/phase/en/index.html). However the
low clinical incidence in older people and the levels of antibodies seen among them
indicates that many had sufficient residual heterologous immunity to give them
reasonable protection against clinical influenza. A second smaller, but more
prolonged wave was seen later in the winter. The second wave was associated with
increased levels of several respiratory infections which commonly occur in early
winter. In retrospect it is questionable whether this variant virus strain should truly be
described as a completely novel virus. By comparison with recent seasonal influenza
epidemics, this was a mild epidemic with relatively few cases experiencing serious
illness. The age specific incidence pattern was similar to that usually seen in an
influenza B epidemic. The two waves of the epidemic each lasted about 10 weeks
which is typical for influenza epidemics. The incidence pattern was concurrent in all
age groups but there was some regional variation both in the timing and also in the
numbers of people reporting iliness. A small delay in the onset of iliness in children
less than 12 months was observed.

The benefits of combining clinical and virological surveillance data in the same
population have been highlighted in this pandemic year. In the long term however,
ensuring the completeness of the practice electronic patient record is our major
challenge.
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MEDIAN CONTACT DAYS

Contact frequency is described in Table 7 and in Figures 19, 20 & 2. The measure
used is the numbers of days on which the ‘average’ patient makes contact with the
practice, for the purpose of consulting a doctor or nurse practitioner. On average,
males contact their GP on 6 days per year and females 9 days per year. The
increased frequency of contact amongst persons 65 years and over, occurring
between weeks 41 and 47 is due to the influenza vaccination program.

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VALIDATION OF DIAGNOSIS

Follow up enquiries are made when certain disorders of particular interest are reported,
mainly because of their potential to be prevented by vaccination (see Table 8 below). In
2009, a total of 314 such cases were reported; 17 measles, 164 mumps, 5 rubella, 26
whooping cough, 31 meningitis and 71 hepatitis. Replies were received regarding 200
(64%) of all cases. Of these, 9 cases were confirmed by laboratory tests and 146 were
not revised, but based on clinical evidence only. There were 2 coding errors reported and
20 patients could not be traced.

The number of reported cases of mumps rose to 164 in 2009 from 110 in 2008. Of the
102 replies received, 5 cases had serological confirmation of mumps, 11 cases were
revised to other conditions.

Of the other diseases reported, the total number of cases of measles stayed the same as
last year. Whooping cough rose from 21 to 26 cases and meningitis increased from 27 to
31 cases. Reported cases of hepatitis increased from 67 cases in 2008 to 71 in 2009. Of
the 48 replies received, 2 were confirmed by laboratory investigation.

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INFLUENZA VACCINATION

The cumulative weekly data for influenza vaccinations reported in the WRS are shown in
Figure 23. Until week 45, these data related solely to routine seasonal influenza
vaccination uptake which is shown here to be very similar to that recorded in 2008. From
week 45 onward, pandemic H1N1v vaccine was available, initially for a very restricted
group of people (healthcare front line workers and those in high risk co-morbidity groups)
but gradually became available to further groups especially children. The difference
between the 2008 and 2009 update relates to the additional availability of pandemic
vaccine. More detailed analyses (not reported here) have allowed us to discriminate
between the differing vaccines.
