ANCIENT SOURCE CITATIONS

Latin sources and inscriptions are cited according to the abbreviations found in the Thesaurus
Linguae Latinae. Index (1990).

For Greek sources, a comparable method is employed. For the author’s name, the first syllable or
first and second syliables, if the first does not end in a consonant, is cited. This is followed by the
work cited by its Latin name and abbreviated according to the guidelines of the Thesaurus
Linguae Latinae. Index (1990).
