Dr. Elena Ene Drighici-Vasilescu is Professor of Byzantine and Medieval Studies,
as well as of the History of Ideas. She teaches and rescarches in the fields of Byzan-
tine culture (Philosophy, iconography) for the University of Oxford and also inde-
pendently. She is a frequent speaker at national and international conferences.,

Her work focuscs, inter alia, on the texts of Pscudo-Dionysius the Arcopagite and
those of the Cappadocian thinkers Gregory Nazianzen and Gregory of Nyssa.
Among her latest books arc Byzantine and Medieval Cappadocia (2024), Creation
and Time. Byzantine and Modern (2021), Michelangelo, the Byzantines, and Plato
(2021); Glimpses into Byzanthum. lts Philosophy and Arts (an anthology of peer-re-
viewed articles published by the author from 2019 to 2021), Heavenly sustenance in
Patristic Texts and Byzantine iconography (Palgrave, 2018), and Vistons of God and
ideas on deification in Patristic Thought (co-ed. Mark Edwards), (Routledge/Taylor
& Francis, 2017).

Dr. Vasilescu has also published chapters in collective volumes; some of those arc
as follows: “The Last Wonderful thing.

The result of that work is the current
book. Both the Romanian and the English versions will have a second part; the
author is working on these in parallel with her academic work.
